Welcome to the third issue of
EbD News, (Grades 3 and 4),
Verona’s STEM Elementary
Engineering newsletter. This
month, the engineering
students are modeling water,
or Hydrologic Cycle systems.
They are exploring natural
patterns of evaporation,
condensation, precipitation,
accumulation and infiltration.
Scientists must understand
how water is naturally
transported across the Earth.
Engineers design systems and
products to treat
contaminated water.

Engineers design and
construct models. This

facilitates product development that
creates water treatment systems to
meet humanities’ needs and wants.

Verona’s elementary engineers
produced models of aquifers and
replicated Earth’s natural sedimentary
layers to create filtering systems in
order to clean polluted water.
Interestingly, fresh water aquifers lie
under the New Jersey Pine Barrens.
These aquifers, along with treated water
from the Delaware River, offer access to
clean water for thousands of southern
New Jersey residents.

Did you know that the “jet stream”, a
fast moving narrow river of air in the
upper atmosphere, is responsible for the
water cycle? When traveling above
Canada, it will deposit snow and ice.
Above warm regions of the Earth, the jet
stream will collect moisture and then
deposit it back to ground level in the
form of hurricanes.

In the coming weeks, the students will
envision and understand the global
water cycle within an aquarium. Sand,
soil, gravel and ice cubes will illustrate
the processes of evaporation,
condensation, accumulation and
infiltration. Many third and fourth
graders have asked me if they can
replicate these models at home. The
students have captured the “spirit of the
activity” and it is certainly encouraged.
One fourth grader exclaimed to his
classroom teacher, “ | always thought

that | wanted to be an engineer. Now |
have the vocabulary to understand why |
want to be an engineer.”

Yo Yo Ma, the famous cellist, was asked
why he thought that it was important to
gather musicians from around the world
in order to create a traveling ensemble.
He responded, “Collaboration, flexibility,
imagination and innovation represents
the critical skill set of the 21* century.”

Verona Public Schools Improve under ESEA
The New Jersey Department of Education (NJDOE) recently released the 2013

district and school participation and performance reports under the Elementary and
Secondary Education Act (ESEA). The Verona Public Schools met their participation
and performance goals in Language Arts Literacy (LAL) in all categories except one,
students with disabilities. Slightly more than half (53.3%) of the students with
disabilities passed the New Jersey Assessment of Skills and Knowledge (NJASK) and
High School Proficiency Assessment (HSPA). The performance target required to
meet was 64.2%. In order to increase student proficiency, an action plan will be
collaboratively developed with the teachers, supervisors, administrators, and district
leadership that will target student areas of need and will be delivered through
curriculum, instruction, and assessment.

Two years ago, in the spring of 2012, the district did not meet two LAL
performance goals for two subgroups (Schoolwide and White). Using its action plan
and targeted instruction, the spring LAL 2013 subgroup scores increased from 84.3%
to 86.4% and 84.9% to 87.4% respectively.

For the mathematics NJASK and HSPA results over the last two years, the
school district has achieved its participation and performance targets. Moreover, the
proficiency scores from 2012 to 2013 increased in four out of the five categories
(Schoolwide, White, Asian, and Students with Disabilities). This is a direct result of
collaborative curriculum planning, effective instruction and assessment, active and

motivated students, and strong parental support!
